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Service Description

The mission of Adoption & Foster Care (AFC) Mentoring is to empower foster and adopted youth to flourish through committed mentoring relationships. We focus on this at-risk population and provide them with the consistent adult support they need to thrive as youth, and eventually, as productive adults in our communities.  AFC Mentoring is the only mentoring program in Boston that serves this vulnerable group of youth.  We do this through AFCMentors, our one-to-one mentoring program.  The Fellow at AFC will manage two main projects. First, the Fellow will lead the development of Youth Group- a program serving the needs of older youth and providing them with a peer network. Second, the Fellow will be responsible for creating a Mentor Support Group to supplement bi-monthly Mentor Trainings.  The Fellow will run and evaluate the effectiveness of a Mentor Support Group.
