SERVICE DESCRIPTION

The City of Pittsfield’s Office of Cultural Development promotes, supports and initiates cultural activities in
the City of Pittsfield to contribute to the health of the city’s economy and community. The Office serves as the first
point of contact for artists, cultural organizations, event organizers and creative businesses in Pittsfield; organizes
community events; staffs the City’s Artscape public art committee, which juries and funds yearly public art shows in
downtown Pittsfield and leads community-based public art projects; and represents the City’s cultural sector
regionally and statewide. The Fellow at the Office of Cultural Development (OCD) will serve as a link for OCD to
the schools and other community youth organizations, as well as a direct link to students through the Youth
Commission.

Develop collaborations between youth organizations, cultural organizations, creative businesses, artists and
the OCD to support, promote and increase access to the cultural sector for youth
Program and promote the Lichtenstein Center for the Arts
Organize and lead youth events and youth component of community events, both new and ongoing
Develop and use multiple communication channels to reach and link Pittsfield youth and their families to
opportunities to participate in the arts and cultural sector, including social media, email, web pages,
television and more
